1) In many parts of the South, African American students (high school and college) were the vanguard of the civil rights movement during the 1950s and ‘60s.  Discuss the motivations (two to three distinct ones) that moved young people to initiate civil rights protests and legal challenges in this period.
2) “In addition to its functions within the household, African-American mothering is a political and communal act that socializes and nurtures a variety of public activities beyond the home.  The mothering techniques the women use to inspire resistance are part of a tradition carried forth from slavery….Part of this legacy of black women’s activism…sought to lift the race as it also advanced the women.  These women became vital leaders [in the civil rights movement].” –Francoise Nicole Hamlin
Consider the activities of African American women as grassroots leaders in the civil rights movement, and assess the validity of this quote in light of what you know about the women’s activism. In your answer, draw evidence from the lives of Ella Baker, Fannie Lou Hamer, or those of other women activists.
